ENTRY QUALIFICATIONS

The 2010 Pegasus New Zealand Women’s Open shall be open to:

(a)
Any female professional golfer who is a Member of a recognised Ladies Professional Golf Organisation.

(b)
Women amateur golfers invited and or nominated by New Zealand Golf, who are members of a recognised golf club, who have amateur status in accordance with the current Rules of Amateur Status.
(c)
Where entries exceed the minimum field of 138 players, players will be accepted in the following order:

i) The leading 50 professionals eligible under the 2009/2010 ALPG Tournament Exemption Categories.

ii) The leading 50 professionals eligible under the 2010 LET Tournament Exemption Categories.

iii) Fifteen (15) members of the Korean Ladies Professional Golf Association (KLPGA).
iv) 23 golfers invited or nominated by the Tournament Committee.
2.
CONDITIONS

(a)
The Championship shall be decided by strokes over four rounds of 18 holes in accordance with the Rules of Golf as approved by R&A Rules Ltd. and in accordance with the local rules approved by the Championship Committee. The ALPG Tour’s 2009-2010 Tournament Rules “Hard Card” shall apply. A copy of these Rules will be provided at registration, along with the Tournament Local Rules.
(b)
In the event of a tie after four rounds, the competitors who tie shall play a hole-by-hole (sudden death) play-off to determine the Champion. Conditions of the play-off will be posted on the Championship notice board during the event.

(c)
(i) The specimen conditions in the Rules of Golf are in effect as regards Conforming Golf Balls and One Ball Condition.

(ii) Driving Clubs: Any driver the player carries must have a clubhead, identified by model and loft, that is named on the current List of Conforming Driver Heads issued by the R&A. Exception: A driver with a clubhead that was manufactured prior to 1999 is exempt from this condition.* 
(iii) Clubs Conforming with Groove and Punch Mark Specifications: The player’s clubs must conform to the groove and punch mark specifications in the Rules of Golf that are effective from 1 January 2010.*

(iv) It is prohibited for a player or their caddie to ride in or on a motorised vehicle unless permitted to do so by the Championship Rules Committee.  Penalty: Two strokes for each hole at which any breach occurred; maximum penalty per round – four strokes.  Procedure when breach discovered: Use of any unauthorised form of transportation must be discontinued immediately upon discovery that a breach has occurred.  Otherwise the player is disqualified.
*PENALTY FOR CARRYING, BUT NOT MAKING STROKE WITH, CLUB OR CLUBS IN BREACH OF CONDITION: Two strokes for each hole at which a breach occurred; maximum penalty per round – four strokes. *Any club or clubs carried in breach of this condition must be declared out of play by the player to their marker or fellow competitor immediately upon discovery a breach has occurred.  If the player fails to do so, they are disqualified. PENALTY FOR MAKING STROKE WITH CLUB IN BREACH OF CONDITION: Disqualification.
(d)
The Championship Committee reserves the right to arrange and/or alter starting times.

(e)
The winner shall be the Pegasus New Zealand Women’s Open Champion.

(f)
Thursday 25th February – 1st round - 18 holes 


Friday 26th February – 2nd round - 18 holes


After 36 holes the leading sixty five (65) professionals, plus ties, plus any amateur with an equivalent or better 36-hole total to the 65th placed professional, shall be eligible to contest the final two rounds.


Saturday 27th February – 3rd round - 18 holes 


Sunday 28th February – Final round - 18 holes

(g)
PRO-AM - A Pro-Am will be held on Wednesday 24th February, 2010. All professionals entering the Championship will be expected to play, if required, in the Pro-Am.

(h)
The Championship Committee reserves the right to use films, photographs, pictures and similar references to competitors in practice and play in the publicity arrangements prior to, during and after the Championship.

(i)
The decision of the Championship Committee shall, in all matters, be final.

REGISTRATION 
(a)
Eligible competitors must register in person at the Tournament Office at Pegasus Golf Club during the following times:

(i) Between 1:00pm – 5.00pm on Monday 22nd February 2010; or 
(ii) Between 8:00am – 1.00pm on Tuesday 23rd February 2010.
(b) Players who can not register in person between these times must contact the Tournament Office for granting of late registration.

(c) Players who fail to meet the registration deadline will be removed from the draw and replaced with the first available alternative.
5.
CADDIES
(a)
Caddies are only compulsory for rounds (3) THREE and (4) FOUR of the championship. You MUST execute the appropriate section of the entry form to have a caddie organised for you.
(b)
Caddies are the sole responsibility of the competitor employing them.

(c)
Caddie bibs must be worn at all times during play.

(d)
Caddies must not wear spike sole shoes or any shoes which will cause indentation on the greens.
(e)
Pull carts are only permitted during rounds (1) ONE and (2) TWO of the tournament.
6.
SCORING PERSONNEL

Competitors must co-operate when asked for details of their scores by authorised scoring personnel on the course.
7.
STARTING TIMES

Players shall start at the time laid down by the Championship Committee, however, it is a condition of this Championship that if the player arrives at her starting point ready to play within 5 minutes after her start time, in the absence of circumstances which warrant waiving the penalty of disqualification as provided in Rule 33-7, the penalty for failure to start on time is two strokes at the first hole instead of disqualification.
8.
TROPHIES AND PRIZES

(a)
The winner will be presented with the Championship Cup (which will remain the property of NZ Golf), a memento trophy and the winner’s cheque.
(b)
The leading amateur, provided she has completed 72 holes, shall receive the Amateur Championship Cup (which will remain the property of NZ Golf)
(c)
Prize money will only be allocated to professional golfers who make the cut.  Any prize money that would have been won by an amateur golfer shall be allotted to the professional golfer next in order of rank as her prize and all subsequent place monies shall be redistributed accordingly.
(d) Ties for leading amateur places will be decided in the manner posted on the Championship Notice Board at the event.
9.
PRIZE FUND

The Prize money Distribution Table will be posted on the Player Information Board.
(a)
Prize money of NZ$400,000 will be allocated to professional golfers in accordance with the normal distribution formula of the ALPG Tour.

(b)
All prize money will be issued by the ALPG less NZ taxation, for Non-NZ resident competitors.
(c)
Withholding taxes will be deducted from Non-NZ resident professional golfers at the NZ Taxation specified rate.

(d)
Non Resident withholding tax will be deducted as follows:
